Asian Hornet nest identification

Asian hornets produce two types of nest, primary and secondary: Asian hornet,

Primary nests: Vespa velutina

« Spherical with a small entrance hole at the base, usually 5 to 10 cm in diameter.

« Built in spring by a lone Asian hornet queen, usually in a protected place such as
brambles, a hedgerow, or in / on a building.

« All primary wasp and hornet nests look similar, only report primary nests if seen
with Asian hornets. To identify a nest, watch for insects from a safe distance.

Secondary nests:

« Pear-shaped, entrance hole halfway up the nest, up to 60 cm wide x 80 cm tall.

« Usually found in trees, may also be in buildings and hedges.

« Use bi lars to identify y nests from a

safe distance. Do not disturb suspected nests and
retreat from any wasp / hornet nests if flying
insects are observed.

What is it?

A highly aggressive predator of native insects that poses a significant threat to honey bees and
other pollinators. Originally from Asia, in 2004 this invasive non-native species was accidentally
introduced to France where it has spread rapidly and into neighbouring countries. Since 2016 a
number of sightings have been recorded in the UK.
